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Born a Communicator

Hello everyone, please apologize my writing as I am not used to writing in
english. I just wanted to introduce myself to the YL family. I was told many
years ago I was a born communicator. I always wondered why.....

At the age of 12, got a Heatkit build it yourself radio. It was a small toy
but once assembled, my next door neighbor and I would talk and push on
a straight key and pretended to send morse code...Once I got in to scouts,
this became a bit more interesting as one of my leaders was also a radio
amateur.  Later on, I got the bug on radios so I bought an old receiver from
the army surplus and started listening in to the world.
