Evans was an insurance man and they had a great life
together. After he died, there was a lapse in her license but
she soon went back to it.  Then, she moved to Portland,
Oregon and into the Willamette Manor.  There in the Manor
she helped organize a very active radio club, with one of the
tallest amateur radio antennas in the Portland area on top
of a residential building. Louise Evans will celebrate her
106th birthday on March 22.  She has lived at the Willamette
Manor for years, and  with the help of other club members,
helped over 130 people get their amateur licenses.

Our time with Louise was wonderful. As she took us on a tour
of the club Ham Shack on the 6th floor, she showed us the
radio equipment, and I noticed familiar QSL cards on her wall.
AND, it looked like a "Who's Who" of the YL System.  So, I took
a picture and you can see it here.

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Louise is physically well, mental strong and busier than
many of us. She uses her I-Phone, I-pad, her HP high speed
Computer with more Ram than mine and an Office Quality HP
Printer. Her apartment is on the 7th floor of the Manor with
a view of Mt. Hood and Mt. St. Helens. The photo I took in the
shack shows her by the Ten-Tec transceiver, a radio that a
member brought to the Shack when he moved there. Their
antenna is on top of the 8 story building...a huge Stepp-IR and
you would be impressed, too. As the YL System treasurer, you
might ask this and I say, "YES, she is current in her dues." But
to be honest, I had a great reluctance in sending her check
to the bank. Her beautiful penmanship is impeccable and
remarkable....and a lot more ----able words. Louise was an
English Teacher, by the way. She had her call many years ago
and let it lapse yes she was doing CW before her husband
learned...and passed the tests first). The call of Ham Radio
got her back and she got her license again. We are fortunate
to have so many great and interesting members of the
YLISSB.  I hope you will visit them and tell us their stories in
