I would like to encourage everyone to switch over to the
newest Netlogger 2.9.14 since it has been totally

recreated, and by people who plan to keep up with it and keep
it updated. It seems to work just fine and installs into
Program Files without any complications.

We may wish to modify our YLsystem.prf file to indicate our
membership numbers in the proper column for member ID. But
it will still work with the old .prf file as usual, you will just
have to save your old YLsystem.prf and then move it to the
new Netlogger Folder which will be located in your
Program Files Folder. Once this is done you can uninstall
your old Netlogger 2.4

Soon I will no longer be able to keep up with the old one and
there is no reason now to keep using Netlogger 2.4. You
don't have to switch if you don't want to but I think it would
be best to at least download the new one and give it a try.
