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I YLISSB — Tracing the History

YLISSB — Tracing the History
(Summarized by Bruce J. Tisdale — K9ICP — YLISSB Historian)

This article is part of a summary of the preliminary beginnings of the YLISSB as originally written by Jessie
(W6OET - #46), second president of the YLISSB and V. Mayree Tallman (K4ICA - #1), Foundress and first
YLISSB president. This was document in the YL International SSB’er, Special Edition dated October-November
1974.

The article this month is related to the YL System fourth anniversary informal system as reported by Dale H.
Miller, W7CGF, SSB’er #5471.

Just before 1600 GMT (Greenwich Mean Time — for those unfamiliar), 9 February 1967, V. Mayree, K4ICA,
foundress of SSB’ers, came on frequency and said: “Today, our fourth anniversary, is to be informal — a day to
forego the usual formalities. The only thing formal will be emergency traffic. Otherwise, have fun.”

People began breaking in all over, congratulating her for creating such a fine organization. She said, as she
always does: “It is you, not |, who have made SSB’ers the wonderful thing it is today. Members’ application
brought the creative idea to fruition,” and with that, festivities began!

As the hours moved on, check-ins were fabulous! Each proudly giving their SSB’er numbers gave one the
deep-down warm feeling of “belonging”, of being an integral part of the greatest world-wide family in the
whole world, of having found our niche in amateur radio — a home.

We tried to close the system at 0130, but members would have none of that. At 0220 | got away for a bite to
eat. At 0315, Midway Island was still on frequency looking for SSB’ers and plenty were there.

| have never enjoyed anything so much in my life! At 0345 it was still impossible to officially close. Many DX
and W/K stations were still having a ball. After eleven and a half hours | had to go QRT, but was so excited |

had to take a Milltown (calming pill) to settle down to sleep. It’s 5:30 AM and I’'m back on my rig listening to
SSB’ers still going.

| have been in ham radio many years, but can truthfully say these past few months with SSB’ers has been
more enjoyable than the other 35 1/2 years of my life. It has open up a whole new world for my wife and .
We agree that it was our lucky day when | accidentally discovered SSB’ers!
